7000/- approximately in addition to training-cum-placement fee Rs. 3500/- to be paid 
only one in two years for MIB/MMT/MFC. This will be in addition to special fee 
payable for sponsored seats.  
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The candidates seeking admission in PG Diploma in Retailing & Logistics 
Management will be required to deposit Rs. 15,000/- (Rs. 7,500/ for SC/ST) for two 
Semesters. This will be in addition to the other charges. Students shall pay the Project fee 
of Rs. 2500/- (Rs. 1250/- for SC/ST at the time of submission of Project Report in the 2nd 
Semester).  

 After depositing the fees in the State Bank of India (University Branch), each 
admitted student will report to the Fee Section (Arts Faculty Building) to obtain 
Roll No. for submission of the same in the Department. If a student fails to report to 
the Fee Section/Chairperson of the Department, his/her admission will be treated as 
cancelled, even if he/she has deposited his/her dues.  

2. Migration Certificate:  

All rules and regulations for submission of migration. certificate (as printed in 
Ordinance III-Migration of Students, University Calendar, Volume 1,1997), will be 
applicable to all those who have passed the lower examination from other universities.  
 
3. Eligibility Certificate:  

The eligibility for admission to M.I.B., M.M.T., M.F.C.& PGDRLM will be 
checked by the Department of Commerce at their own level and after provisional 
admission, the Registration Branch will check all documents of admitted candidates. 

4. Fee Concessions, Scholarships, and Stipends:  

For detailed information on the subject, interested candidates are advised to 
consult the relevant provisions in the Prospectus published by the University.  

5. Residential Requirements:  

 On joining the Department, every student will, as far as possible, be 
accommodated in one of the University Hostels. Only bonafide students admitted to 
these programmes will be allowed to reside in the Hostel. Residents are liable to be 
expelled from the Hostel if they accommodate in their rooms any unauthorised person 
without the permission of the warden. Unless otherwise exempted for medical or other 
reasons, every resident student shall be required to join the Dining Hall of the Hostel.  
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6. Hostel Charges:  

 The amount of Hostel Admission fee for the month of June, July and August and 
other charges payable at the time of admission will be Rs. 4000/- approximately. The 
details of these charges can be seen in the Hostel Rules Book for the Year 2007-08. The 
Book-let containing the Application Form for admission to the Hostel and detailed Hostel 
Rules, can be had from the Manager, Ptg. & Publications, on Payment after taking the 
admission.  
 
 If any student gets accommodation allotted in his/her name and allows some other 
person(s) to stay in his/her allotted room and/or to take meals, in that case the admission 
of both the students, i.e. (i) the allotted and (ii) the illegal occupant, shall be cancelled 
from the department as well as from the Hostel without assigning any reason.  
 
7. Rules for adjustment/refund of Fee Under-General/NRI Sponsored 
Category/Industry Sponsored Category  

Course other than Self –Financing :  

 Adjustment/Refund of Fee under General/NRI/Sponsored Category may be 
considered/allowed if a candidate is admitted to two courses in the University Teaching 
Departments and he/she is permitted to withdraw his/her candidature from one of the two 
courses as per his/her choice.  

 The fee/funds except admission fee, already deposited by him/her for the course 
from which he/she has withdrawn, may be adjusted against the fees of the other course 
opted by him/her and the difference of fee, if any, will be paid by the candidate.  

 The fee/funds already deposited by a candidate shall be adjusted upto one course. 
If a candidate is admitted against NRI Sponsored /Industry Sponsored seat in a course 
and later on he/she is allowed admission to another course on merit basis in NRI 
Sponsored/Industry Sponsored category or in general category, the NRI sponsored fee 
already paid by him/her will be adjusted/refunded.  

 If a candidate is admitted in a course against NRI Sponsored /Industry Sponsored 
seats and later on if general seat falls vacant in the same course, he/she will be 
considered for shifting against vacant general seats on merit basis, his/her NRI/Industry 
Sponsored fee will be adjusted/refunded subject to the following conditions: 

(i) The vacant general seats will be filled up strictly on merit basis out of the Final 
list drawn by the department for general seats at the time of admission, 
irrespective of the fact whether the candidate has taken admission in the NRI 
Sponsored /Industry Sponsored category or not. 
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(ii) The shifting from sponsored category to general category will be made strictly 
on merit basis against vacant seats occurring in general category seats upto 
31st of October, irrespective of the fact whether seats vacated on account of 
shifting in NRI Sponsored /Industry Sponsored category are filled up or not.   

 If a student after taking admission in a course against NRI Sponsored/Industry 
Sponsored seat leaves the course, his/her NRI Sponsored fee will be refunded to him/her 
after deducting 10% course fee of Rs. 5000/- whichever is higher as processing charges, 
provided the seat vacated by him/her is filled up by 31st October. 

 Refund of NRI Sponsored fee will be allowed only in the first year of the course. 
Shifting from NRI Sponsored category to General Category in subsequent years of the 
course will not be allowed.  

Self Financing Courses  

 If a candidate admitted in a self financing course is subsequently allowed 
admission to a non–self financing course in NRI Sponsored/Industry Sponsored category 
or in general category on merit, fees already paid by him/her for the self financing course 
will be adjusted/refunded. 

 If a candidate is admitted in a Self Financing course against NRI 
Sponsored/Industry Sponsored seat and later on if general seat falls vacant in the same 
course, he/she will be considered for shifting against vacant general seat on merit basis, 
his/her NRI Sponsored fee will be adjusted/refunded subject to the following conditions:  

i. The vacant general seats will be filled up strictly on merit basis out of the 
waiting list drawn by the department/Institute for general seats at the time of 
admission, irrespective of the fact whether the candidate has taken admission in 
the NRI Sponsored/Industry Sponsored category or not. 

ii.  The shifting from NRI Sponsored/Industry Sponsored category to general 
category will be made against vacant seats occurring in general category seats 
strictly on merit basis upto 31st October, irrespective of the fact whether seats 
vacated on account of shifting in NRI Sponsored/Industry Sponsored category 
are filled up or not.  

iii.  If a student after taking admission in a Self-Financing course against General / 
NRI Sponsored/Industry Sponsored seat leaves the course, his/her fee/NRI 
Sponsored fee will be refunded to him/her after deducting 10% of the course fee 
or Rs.5000/- whichever is higher as processing charges, provided the seat 
vacated by him/her is filled up by 31st October. 

iv. Refund of fee/NRI Sponsored fee for Self-Financing course will be allowed in 
the first year of the course only. Shifting from NRI/Sponsored category to 
General Category in subsequent years of the course will not be allowed.

Instructions regarding Bonafide Residents of Haryana issued vide letter No.62/17/95-6 
GSI dated 3rd October, 1996, No.62/32/2000-6GSI dated 23rd May, 2003 and 
No.62/27/2003-6GSI dated 29th July, 2003  by the Chief Secretary to Government, 
Haryana.   
 
Subject:   Bonafide residents of Haryana - Guidelines regarding. 
 

 I  am  directed to invite your attention to Haryana Govt.  letters  noted in the 
margin on  the subject  noted  above  vide which the instructions  were  issued  regarding 
simplification of procedure for obtaining the certificate of Domicile for  the purpose    of    
admission   to    educational    institution    (including technical/medical  institution).  The matter 
has been reconsidered in  the light  of judgment delivered by the Hon'ble Supreme Court of India  
in  the case  of  Dr. Pradeep Jain vs. Union of India and others  reported  as  AIR 1984-SC-1421, 
wherein it has been held that instead of the word  'Domicile' the  word  'Resident'  be  used in the 
instructions  issued  by  the  State Government  and it has been decided to revise the Government  
instructions. Henceforth, the following categories of persons would be eligible for the grant of 
Resident Certificate:- 
 

i) Candidates, who have passed the examination qualifying there for selection in an 
institution from a school/college in Haryana. 

 
ii)   Children / Wards (if parents are not living) / Dependents: - 

(a)  of  the regular employees of Haryana State posted in or  outside Haryana State or 
working on deputation; 

(b)  of  the regular employees of the  statutory  bodies/corporations established  by or 
under an act of the State of Haryana who  are posted in Chandigarh or in 
Haryana or outside Haryana. 

(c)       of  the regular employees of the Government of India  posted  in Chandigarh  or 
in Haryana in connection with the affairs of  the Haryana Government; 

 
iii)  Children/wards (if parents not living)/dependents of persons who after retirement 

have permanently settled in Haryana and draw their pensions from the treasuries 
situated in the State of Haryana. 

 
iv) Children/wards (if parents are not living)/dependents of pensioners of Haryana 

Government irrespective of the fact that the original home of the retiree is in a state 
other than Haryana or he has settled after retirement in or outside Haryana; 

 
v) Children/Wards (if parents are not living)/dependents of persons, who have 

permanent home in Haryana and include persons who have been residing in Haryana 
for a period of not less than 15 years or who have permanent home in Haryana but on 
account of their occupation they are living outside Haryana; 

vi) The wives of such persons who are bonafide residents of Haryana irrespective of the 
fact that they had belonged to any other State before marriage; 
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vii)  Persons who were born in Haryana and produce a certificate to that effect; provided 

that the parents/guardians (if parents are not living) of persons belonging to any one 
of the above mentioned categories are: 

       
a)   Citizen of India; 
 

b)  Produce an  affidavit  to  the  effect  that  they   or   their children/wards  (if parents are not 

living)/dependents  have  not obtained the benefit of Resident in any other State. 

 

viii)  Children & Wards of the accredited journalists residing at Chandigarh and recognised   by 
Govt. of Haryana. 

 

2.    All candidates claiming to be bonafide residents of Haryana should produce a Haryana 
Resident Certificate signed by the District Magistrate/General Assistant to Deputy 
Commissioner or Sub-Divisional Officer (Civil) of the District/Sub-Divisions/ Tehsildars 
of Revenue to which the candidates belong. Resident Certificates in respect of elsewhere or 
in respect of the Children/Wards/Dependents of Haryana Govt. employees who are posted 
at Chandigarh, Delhi or elsewhere or in respect of Children /Wards/ Dependents of 
pensioners of Haryana Govt. or in respect of the Children/Wards/ Department of the 
employees of the Government of India posted at Chandigarh or in Haryana in connection 
with the affairs of Haryana Government, or in respect of Children/Wards/Dependents of 
the employees and retirees of the Statutory  Bodies/Corporations of Haryana established by 
or under  an Act  of  the  State  of  Haryana or a  Central  Act  and  located  at Chandigarh, 
Haryana or outside Haryana, should be by their respective Heads of Departments. 

 
3.     Candidates seeking admission in educational institutions  (including medical and technical 

institutions) located in Haryana, may not be required to produce Resident Certificate, if 
they have passed the examination from a school/college situated in Haryana.  For this 
purpose, a certificate of the Principal/Headmaster from concerned institution   where the 
children/wards studied last should be considered sufficient. The Principal/Headmaster of 
the institution shall be competent to issue such certificate, which should be sufficient.  

 
4.      If a candidate is admitted on the basis of claim that he belongs to the State of Haryana but 

at any subsequent time is discovered that his claim was false, the student shall be removed 
from the institution, all fees and other dues paid up to the date of such removal shall be 
confiscated. The Principal/Headmaster may take such other action against the student and 
his/her parents/guardians as he may deem proper in the circumstances of any particular 
case.
