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KURUKSHETRA UNIVERSITY

Kurukshetra University, established in 1956, has a well-developed Multi-faculty
Campus spread over 400 acres of land on the West bank of Brahmsarovar, having
centrally air-conditioned auditorium with a seating capacity of 2500 and 70mm projector,
Senate Hall, Conference Hall, well-equipped Sports Complex (Play fields, Gymnasium,
Stadium, Swimming Pool, Tennis Courts, Volleyball, Basketball Courts, etc.), Teachers
Club, Club for Administrative Staff, 17 Hostels, 8 for Boys & 9 for Girls, School, Health
Centre, Business Complex, about 700 quarters for all categories of staff, a rich Library
with more than 3.00 lac documents including books, journals and rare manuscripts,
Internet Section of 100 nodes, Computer Centre, Museum, Instrumentation (USIC)
Workshop, MSS Centre, Students, Guest House, Faculty House, etc.

Ever since its foundation stone was laid by Dr. Raendra Prasad, the First
President of India, Kurukshetra University has taken quantum of leaps and has emerged
as an Advanced Centre of Study & Research and a destination of seekers of quality
education in conformity with the international standards. The fact that the National
Assessment and Accreditation Council (NAAC), Bangalore had bestowed the four star
status on this university which bears ample testimony to the high quality of education
being imparted here. At present there are 43 University Teaching Departments and 221
affiliated colleges situated in the Districts of Ambala, Panipat, Kaithal, Yamuna Nagar,
Hisar, Fatehabad, Jind, Karnal, Sirsa, Kurukshetra and Panchkula

University Library is centrally air-conditioned having total collection of 317068
volumes (including manuscripts/theses/periodical etc.). The Library subscribes to about
550 print research journals. Approx. 5000 journals are accessible online under UGC-
INFONET programme. Library is equipped with latest library software LIBSY S-4 and all
the modules completely computerized by adopting barcode technology for circulation.
There is arrangement of 500 seats for the readers in the library and it remains open
throughout the year except on six nationa holidays. During examination days it remains
open 24 hours on all working days (on Saturdays/Sundays/Holidays, the timings of
library are from 9.00 am. to 2.00 O’ Clock midnight), whereas the Rear Reading Hall
remains open round the clock. The air-conditioned computer lab of ERNET Section is
equipped with 2 mbps, 512 kbps leased line & 128 kbps VSAT connectivity.
Teachers/students are using internet facility daily from 9.00 am. to 7.00 p.m. ERNET
Centre provides the services like E-mail, File Transfer Protocol, World Wide Web-
browser programme, Telnet, Archie, Gopher, Wide Area Information Server & Online
Journals. The ERNET section is linked to al the departments/labs of university with
fibre-optic technology and approx. 500 nodes have been provided. University Library
website is available on international super way at the link www.kukinfo.com/library.htm.




In the emerging global scenario of competition-focused education and training,
qguality sustenance and quality enhancement in the institutions has gained crucial
importance. Therefore, out efforts are continuously targeted towards quality assurance in
different activities related to academics and administration. The Internal Quality
Assurance Cell set up in the University has been effectively functioning for the last many
years. Various improvement strategies based on feedback from the stakeholders are
recommended by the IQAC towards developing quality culture in the campus.
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The Directorate of Distance Education enrolls every year about 35000 studentsin
undergraduate and post-graduate courses including job-oriented professional courses in
the areas of Computer, 1T, Commerce, Management, Finance, Marketing, Law, Tourism
and Hotel Management, Journalism & Mass Communication, Library and Information
Sc.
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Sports Department organizes Inter-Collegiate Championships for men and women
in different sports disciplines every year. Sports Department also conducts coaching
camps for the University teamsfor participation in the Inter-University tournaments.

Tournaments like International Ties, National Championships, Haryana State
Games, Ranji Trophy Matches and State Championships have been organized at the
University. The University aso organizes two/three North Zone/North-East Zone/All
India Inter Universities Championships, every year. The University gives benefits of
additional seats for admission to various courses and also award Sports Stipend to the
outstanding sports persons.
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Dr. Radhakrishnan Foundation Fund was established in the year 1994 for raising
donations/mobilisation of resources etc. For the overall development of the University under
Financial Resources Mobilisation (FRM) Scheme of the University Grants Commission (UGC).
Only the interest accured to the fund is utilized.
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Functions of the Bureau is providing assistance to job-seekers in getting
employment training facilities, admissions, competitive examinations, fellowships
and scholarships, self-employment, higher education in India and abroad. Un-
employment allowance scheme for the un-employed youths has also be introduced
by the Haryana Gowvt.

Department of Employment, Haryana has started on-line services for
placement in the private sector and Haryana Over seas Placement Assistance Society
(HOPAYS) with its office at SCO 4-5, Swastic Vihar, Mansa Devi Road, Panchkula,
and services of the society are available at the website www.haryanajobs.in
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University Health Centre looks after the medicare needs of the students, staff and

their families. Medicines are dso given in the Hedlth Centre. Facilities for protective
inoculation againg Tetanus exist in Hedth Centre. Complete Physiotherapy unit, ECG, X-
ray, Ambulance facilities adequate laboratories facilities, Auto Andyser facilities, Ultrasound
facilities, Computerised ECG, EEG, Spirometry are aso avallable in the Hedth Centre.
Homeopathic Medicines are also given in the Health Centre.
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Youth and Cultural Affairs Department aims at providing opportunities,
incentives and channels to students for making healthy, educative and constructive
use of their leisurefor self-fulfillment and excellence. The Department organizesthe
following activities and programmes for the students of the Departments and
affiliated Colleges:

Basic Youth Leadership Camps, Advanced Youth Leadership Training
Camps; Preliminary, Basic and Advanced Hiking and Trekking; Talent Shows,
Youth Festivals, Haryana Day State Level Festival, Orchestra, Folk Festivals,
Literary and Fine Art Events, Poletic Symposium, Campus Film Society.
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The University has a well-developed Computer Centre with a good number
and variety of equipment to cater to various requirements of the faculty members,
administration and research scholars. In addition-Dot-Matrix-Printer, Laser
Printer and high speed Line Printersare also available.

The University has 17 Hostels (8 for Boys and 9 for Girls). The
accommodation in the Hostels is provided on first come first serve basis. Forms for
Hostel accommodation are to be submitted to the concerned hostel duly
recommended by the concerned Chairperson/Principal. Proof of Residence in the
shape of Ration Card/Voter Card/Passport is to be submitted in original alongwith
the Hostel Admission Form. Subletting is strictly prohibited. The subletters and
sublettees-both are liable to be expelled from the University. After admission
students desirous of seeking hostel accommodation are advised to refer to the Hostel
Rules Booklet available from the Manager Printing & Publications of the
University.
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The Centre was established in 1989. The Centreis fulfilling its objectives of

research, curriculum development, documentations, networking, providing

counseling services and launching awareness programmes. Gender Sensitization
Workshops are organized for various sectors of society including the development



functionaries of the state. The Centre has also been working as a nodal agency to
guide and monitor the functions of all Women Cellsin the colleges of Haryana.
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The Institute of Indic Studies was established in 1963 under the auspices of the
faculty of Indic Studies. Initialy it started the publication of Praci-Jyoti a Research
Digest of Indological Studies, which is continuously serving the needs of scholars
throughout the world and as yet forty volumes have been brought out. The Institute has
undertaken a Maor Research Project, viz, “A Word-Concordance of Mahabharata,”
which isto be published in Fifteen Volumes. Four Volumes have aready been published
and next four volumes are ready for publication. Ministry of HRD, Govt. of India has
sanctioned a grant of Rs.30 lac for its publication. The institute organized more than 20
national seminars/workshops.
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The University has a well-equipped contingent of NCC Battalion under the
charge of experienced and trained officers of 10 Haryana Bn. NCC Kurukshetra.
Separ ate arrangement existsfor boysand girlstojoin NCC.
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The MGAIS Coaching Institute was established in the year 1982 with the
objective of providing coaching to SC/ST candidates preparing for Civil Services
and other competitive examination. Due to cessation of grant by the Ministry of
Social Justice & Empowerment, New Delhi, it conducted coaching from the year
2003 on self-financing basis and provided upto 50% concession in the fee of such
coursesto SC/ST students. Presently for SC/ST students. During the year 2007, the
UGC hasreleased grant-in-aid for the Scheme of Coaching Classes for Entry in to
Services for SC/ST Students in 10" Plan Period. The Institute provided free
coaching to SC/ST students for ICS and other Central Services/State Services
exams. The UGC has also provided grant for the scheme of coaching for SC/ST
candidatesto preparefor National Eligibility Test (NET).
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Every year, under the direction of Dean, Faculty of Arts & Languages,
Kalanidhi, the students Magazine, is published in Hindi, Sanskrit, English and
Panjabi languages which reflectsthe cultural and literary awar eness of the students.
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Foreign Students are advised to apply for admission in the University through the
Indian Missions abroad. They are required to contact the Assistant Registrar
(Registration) with regard to the entry students visa for their admission to avoid
complication at a later stage from the quarters concerned. For this purpose eligibility fee
of Rs.500/- isto be paid by the students. The eligibility certificate will be issued by the



Assistant Registrar (Registration) after checking the al original certificates of the last or
lower examination obtained by the students from a foreign University. In case of need
they can consult the International Students Advisor of the University.

If the seats reserved for Physically Handicapped persons remain vacant due to non-availability of
suitable handicapped candidates, it may be offered to ex-servicemen and their wards (1%) and
dependents of freedom fighters (1%).

(iv) 3% horizontal reservation will be given to Ex-servicemen/Freedom fighters and their
dependents by providing reservation within reservation of 1% of general category, 1% out of
scheduled castes and 1% from backward classes category. As far as block allocation in Block
A and Block B of backward classes category is concerned, year wise rotational system will
be adopted. For example, if block A of backward classesis given seats in the academic year
2007, the next block i.e. B block of category of backward classes will be given seats in the
next academic year i.e. 2008 and so on. The Chairperson of the Department concerned shall
maintai ned the record for the purpose.

Note: Under the above 3% horizontal reservation, seat will be allotted to ESM/DFF,
wherever the number of seats in the respective category worksout to be 0.5 or above.

The Reservation of seatsisas per the Reservation Policy of the Haryana Govt. and is subject to
any change/lamendment made by the State Govt. from timeto time.

All the eligible candidates whether from Haryana or from Reserved Categories also compete for
seats allocated under All India Category.

All eligible candidates of reserved categories shall be considered first for Haryana General
Category seats.

If the reserved seat(s) of BC Block-A remain vacant, these will be filled up from BC Block-B and
vice-versa

Benefit of reservation will be given to al the reserved categories upto Final List according to the
reservation policy given in the Prospectus. In case at the time of display of Fina Ligt the reserved seats
of various categories other than S.C. category, remain vacant and there is no digible candidates of the
reserved categories are available, these vacant seats will be filled up on open merit basis at the time of
Final List. Thevacant seatsof SC category will not be converted.

Candidates claiming reservation under Scheduled Caste will submit the certificate as per
Annexure-1l and Backward Class (Block @©& @&®will submit the Certificate on the prescribed
proforma as per Annexure-11l and affidavit as per Annexure 1V. The Haryana Govt. employees
serving in the offices located at Chandigarh/Panchkula, the resident certificate and caste certificate
to SC/BC employees for their children, may also be issued by the Heads of Departments as per
Haryana Govt. letter N0.22/2B/2003-3GSl 1 dated 30.01.2004.

The BC candidates (Block ‘A’ & ‘B’) for benefit of reservation shall also have to furnish an
affidavit to the effect that he/she is not covered under the criteria of creamy layer as per
Annexure-1V at the time of counseling. The said affidavit shall be furnished by both father and
mother of the candidate.

Only the candidates having the permanent disability of not less than 40% (being otherwise fit for
admission to the course) will be considered for admission as Physically Handicapped Disability
certificate must be issued from Chief Medical Officer of the concerned District. However, the
certificate shall be subject to verification by a Medical Board congtituted by the university for the
purpose. The decision of the Board shall be final. Physically Handicapped candidates belonging to
Haryana are required to submit the certificate as per Annexure-V.

Children & Grand-Children of Freedom Fighters of Haryana are required to submit a certificate
from the Deputy Commissioner of the concerned District as per Annexure-V1.

Wards of Ex-Servicemen of Haryana are required to submit the certificate as per Annexure-
VII.

For the horizontal reservation, candidates of General, S.C. and B.C. categories will also have to
furnish E.S.M./D.F.F. Certificate.

Under Physically Handicapped Category at least one candidate will be admitted, even if the share
islessthan 0.5 seat.

Candidates who have passed their qualifying examination from a university in the State of
Haryana will be deemed to be Haryana residents and will not be required to submit certificates of
bonafide residents of Haryana.

Department after depositing the fees in the Bank within the time limit fixed for depositing
the fee. His/her admission will be treated as cancelled even though he or she may have
deposited the fee, his or her seat will be treated as vacant and will be allotted to the next
candidate. Such a candidate will bear the responsibility for this lapse himself/herself.

ELIGIBILITY CERTIFICATE

The digibility for admission to M.Phil. will be checked by the Chairperson of the
Department concerned at their own level and after provisional admission, the Regn. Branch will
check all documents of admitted candidates.

The candidates who have passed lower examination from foreign University or Boards
are required to deposit Rs. 500/- as €ligibility fee for obtaining eligibility certificate. The
eigibility certificate will be issued by the Registration Branch on checking the required
documents such as students's visa and original documents of the foreign applicants. No candidate
can be given provisional admission under any circumstances, without obtaining eligibility
certificate.

FEES
Admission Fee:

The amount of tuition fee and other charges payable by each students at the time of
admission for M.Phil. will be Rs.3500/- approximately. In addition to the normal dues, in
departments where the practical component is involved, each student will be required to pay an
extra amount of Rs.2500/- (Rs.1250/- for SC Candidates) as Lab Charges at the time of
admission. Tuition fees and other monthly dues will be payable for 12 monthsin ayear.

Subject: Bonafideresidents of Haryana - Guidelines regar ding.

I am directed to invite your attention to Haryana Govt. letters noted in the
margin on the subject noted above vide which the instructions were issued regarding
simplification of procedure for obtaining the certificate of Domicile for the purpose of
admission to educational institution (including technical/medical institution). The matter
has been reconsidered in the light of judgment delivered by the Hon®le Supreme Court of India
in the case of Dr. Pradeep Jain vs. Union of India and others reported as AIR 1984-SC-1421,
wherein it has been held that instead of the word ®omicile@he word @esident©be used in the
instructions issued by the State Government and it has been decided to revise the Government
instructions. Henceforth, the following categories of persons would be digible for the grant of
Resident Certificate:-

ingtitution from a school/college in Haryana.

Government irrespective of the fact that the original home of the retiree is in a state
other than Haryana or he has settled after retirement in or outside Haryana;

b) Produce an affidavit to the effect that they or their children/'wards (if parents
are not living)/dependents have not obtained the benefit of Resident in any other
State.

ii)  Children & Wards of the accredited journalists residing at Chandigarh and recognised
by Govt. of Haryana.

All candidates claiming to be bonafide residents of Haryana should produce a Haryana
Resident Certificate signed by the District Magistrate/General Assistant to Deputy
Commissioner or Sub-Divisional Officer (Civil) of the District/Sub-Divisions/ Tehsildars
of Revenue to which the candidates belong. Resident Certificates in respect of elsewhere or
in respect of the Children/Wards/Dependents of Haryana Govt. employees who are posted
at Chandigarh, Delhi or elsewhere or in respect of Children /Wards/ Dependents of
pensioners of Haryana Govt. or in respect of the Children/Wards Department of the
employees of the Government of India posted at Chandigarh or in Haryana in connection
with the affairs of Haryana Government, or in respect of Children/Wards/Dependents of the
employees and retirees of the Statutory Bodies/Corporations of Haryana established by or
under an Act of the State of Haryanaor a Centra Act and located at Chandigarh,
Haryana or outside Haryana, should be by their respective Heads of Departments.

Candidates seeking admission in educational institutions (including medical and technica
institutions) located in Haryana, may not be required to produce Resident Certificate, if
they have passed the examination from a school/college situated in Haryana. For this
purpose, a certificate of the Principal/Headmaster from concerned institution  where the
children/wards studied last should be considered sufficient. The Principal/Headmaster of
the institution shall be competent to issue such certificate, which should be sufficient.

If acandidate is admitted on the basis of claim that he belongs to the State of Haryana but at
any subsequent time is discovered that his claim was false, the student shall be removed
from the institution, all fees and other dues paid up to the date of such removal shal be
confiscated. The Principal/Headmaster may take such other action against the student and



his’/her parents/guardians as he may deem proper in the circumstances of any particular
case.
